Instructional Objective:
By the end of the lesson, students will construct a digital poster with 5 out of 8 academic/domain-specific words/phrases with 85% accuracy and share to the class.

Pre-Requisite skills: Knowledge of the differences between non-academic and academic words and phrases.
 



ASSESSMENT
	
PRE ASSESSMENT: (How do you know what the students already know about your lesson?)
I will ask the students if they can differentiate between a non-academic and an academic word or phrase by showing them cue cards.

CFU: (Identify at least 3 ways your will check for understanding during the lesson)
1. Asking (constant) questions
a. Can you show me what is the standard usage of this word____ and can you show me what the academic equivalent usage of this word is?


FINAL ASSESSMENT: (What will the students do to demonstrate their understanding of the lesson – tie this into the IEP goal.)  Students will assemble a poster, with academic words tied to visual pictures, to represent their understanding.

STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
	INTO: (Describe how you will engage the students, activate prior knowledge or orient them to the lesson.)

If C. is the leader then all around the table introductions and handing out of parental rights, and then the agenda.

If C is not the leader, then when her turn comes, she will hand out the agenda and explain it, after reintroducing herself and the purpose of her participating in the meeting.

Ask parents and team members if they are familiar with certain academic tests (explain this term), and if not, brief explanation with samples from the test.


 
	RATIONALE:


Introductions will add a comfort level to the team, and the agenda will keep us focused.  Parental rights are a mandated item in IEPs.

Reintroducing adds another level of comfort and informs parents that they don’t have to remember everything, things will be repeated.


If team member are familiar with the tests, then move forward to the through.

	THROUGH: (Describe your instruction, modeling, pacing, structured and guided practice with reinforcement, questioning, observation, peer-interactions, and feedback system.)

 C. will explain in academic clusters the results of the test beginning with student’s strengths on the test.  All items are described carefully with examples
C. continually checks for understanding with team member with questions and rephrasing as necessary.





	RATIONALE:


 

Careful explanation of test results is critical for comprehension.  Examples are provided to highlight both those items passed and those missed, and then to draw patterns and explanations that seamlessly move into the goal section.
CFU provides an opportunity for team members to ask questions and get further clarity as to test results.
Emphasizing strengths is important for all members to hear and know how much this student can add to a classroom environment.

C will summarize test results and indicate further academic plans regarding IEP goals.  However, C will first CFU with parents and other team members to make sure they understand what academic testing is, and what the results mean.
If all is clear, then team continues into the IEP goal section.

	RATIONALE:



Summarizing is important as it provides a quick glance at the whole academic picture of the student rather than the separate academic parts.  This also helps to focus on the next step in the IEP process of setting goals.
