	Instructional Objective:
SWBAT complete 3 graphic organizers on the properties of rocks with 75% accuracy in 2/4 trials. 

Pre-Requisite skills: 
Recall the rock cycle and its characteristics.

Considerations for EL Support:
Allow students to use their home language (L1) or new language (L2) in their discussions.
· Tell them to restate the math problem you provide without using numbers.
· Have students tell you the numbers that represent both the divisor and the dividend after you reveal the answer.




ASSESSMENT
	
PRE ASSESSMENT: (How do you know what the students already know about your lesson?)
I will present problems on the board of various degrees of decimal subtraction/addition and multiplying. I will call upon students to demonstrate their understanding and solve.

CFU: (Identify at least 3 ways your will check for understanding during the lesson)
1. Asking (constant) questions
a. What are the three main types of rocks?
b. How can a rock that emerges from a volcano turn into Sedimentary rock?
2. Monitoring and observation
a. Using observation and monitoring, I am either making eye contact or walking around the room to observe and identify any students which require assistance. I am checking if they “got it” or not… and modify as needed.
3. Using games
a. Using various group specific games.

FINAL ASSESSMENT: (What will the students do to demonstrate their understanding of the lesson – tie this into the IEP goal.)  SWBAT complete 3 graphic organizers on the properties of rocks with 75% accuracy in 2/4 trials.

STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
	INTO: (Describe how you will engage the students, activate prior knowledge or orient them to the lesson.)

1. Whole Group coloring activity of the rock cycle:
a. All students are given a graphic organizer. Using pencils and colored pencils, the students will complete the organizer along with teacher input and monitoring. 

2. CFU: Teacher will show the same cycle on an overhead projector and complete along with the students. Teacher will ask questions about the cycle and see whether or not they understand (clarify to them if they cannot) (DeAn. may be quick to finish- so ask him to help when he is done).
 
3. Reflection: At the end of the coloring assignment, the teacher will ask the students to talk to an elbow partner about their experience and share with the class.

	RATIONALE:

Purpose is to re-activate previous knowledge of the rock cycle is used:

The students are also primed into thinking about the properties going forward into the main lesson.

** Instructional aides are to walk around the room and provide assistance to students- and exist in their space. Do not easily provide to the student the answers, please help guide them and allow them to attempt to answer before providing even more assistance leading up to the answer.

	THROUGH: (Describe your instruction, modeling, pacing, structured and guided practice with reinforcement, questioning, observation, peer-interactions, and feedback system.)

PHASE 1: Molding/new knowledge:  Introduction to what causes rocks to change over time? by referencing visual aids and relating back to the rock cycle with a guided practice game.

Show a snippet of this video:
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=34mquU3nBfY

Start at 3:50 timestamp where he talks about the 3 types of rocks and their characteristics. End at 5:46 timestamp.

** During the video, the students are provided a paper to write down any notes as they watch. Also mention to t hem that for the next part they can use their coloring graphic organizer.

PHASE 2: Frontload vocabulary:
Model using a brief word document with the terms Provide a pre-print out of the following terms, have the students read the words and I will call upon students to read out loud the definitions.

Frontload the following new definitions:
- Extrusive
- Intrusive
- Layers
- Pressure
- Erosion
- Change
- Chemicals
- Stick

Emphasize that this is a long process. It takes thousands of years for sedimentary rocks to form.

-- may show various website resources and images of rocks online


PHASE 4: Guided Practice: Board Game

After reviewing how rocks can change over time, it is now time to test their knowledge and guide them through a game.

Divide the class into groups of 3-4 students. Hand them the board game and cut-out-cards. Model how to play the game. Ask them as they are completing the game to write down notes.

The teacher will be guiding the practice by the measurement of observation and assisting students as needed. Aides are to do the same and be seated near groups the entire time.

** A laptop/tablet will be an optional tool if the students are getting stuck/require assistance as a visual.


	RATIONALE:

Phase1:
The purpose is to provide a visual of the rock cycle and to go over the process for how rocks can change over time.

Phase 2:
Purpose is to introduce the new vocabulary terms in order to complete group practice.

Phase 3:
Purpose is to tap into their prior knowledge, what they just learned and use their peers/teachers/aides as resources to know the many ways that rocks can change over time.



	BEYOND:  (Describe student independent practice, assessment/ or demonstration of lesson mastery, and your lesson closure)                                                                                         

PHASE 1: Independent practice/Assessment

SWBAT complete 4 handouts on how rocks change and their properties with 85% accuracy in 2/3 trials. 

PHASE 2/lesson closure (carried onward to the next lesson):
Teacher will present an exit ticket to the students/raffle. They are to name 1 thing that they learned from today before they can receive the ticket. Teacher will emphasize to be prepared with a quiz on Friday.

	RATIONALE:

Purpose is to provide students with a handout and identify the many ways that rocks can change over time. Students then show their understanding through an exit ticket.
