Review:						
What did you and your students do during this lesson?
1) I continued to prepare my room in anticipation for the lesson (e.g., I have kept the circular seating arrangement which has shown positive behavior and academic gains for the students; I prepared equipment and provided sharpened pencils/worksheets to each station). 

 Once it became time for the students to arrive- I talked to each student as they came in to respect the school space along with providing an incentive to sit down and be ready by adding 3 extra minutes on the laptop during their laptop time. I have noticed that this consistency has helped the students line up to the door- even on an automatic level.

2) Into component:  I explained to the class that we are discussing more about the rock cycle but specifically how they change. I presented 3 terms that they worked with before on the board using a projector and filled in the words as I spoke out loud and called to students to provide their insights. I then proceeded to have the students read off of a list of new terms. 

The students were not very receptive of the lesson- in fact, they were incredibly off-task and the majority of them were not listening. Instead, most students talked and argued with their peers (close-by and far away). I realized very quickly that I needed to redirect and control behavior. As such, provide positive praise “good job ___” to students who were on task and tried to remind them that if we do well then there can be a movie at the end of the day. I also had to provide TA’s with immediate instructions to take any student(s) out for a break (who required time to cool off).


3) Through: The behavior exhibited during the into component cut short my chance to use a YouTube video. I was able, however, able to dive into the lesson with a whole group map coloring assignment using Adobe Photoshop as an application to mimic the same coloring procedures as the students (projected on the projector). The assignment helped out a lot of the students who were off task; even though, there were still lots of distractions, inappropriate words and gestures by some students. By the time the coloring assignment was done, the period was over and the lesson, as intended, is to be continued the next day.

What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
I changed the order of information presented in the through component by frontloading the vocabulary terms on paper. I did this because I felt that they needed some background knowledge first before diving into the map lesson.

1)  I honestly felt bad/sick and I should have re-scheduled. The lesson felt like a train-wreck and I was mostly spending my time re-directing and intervening when necessary to stir students back on track. 

2) Concern: The sickness (which I am sure had some bearing on my performance) was only one aspect of the deficiency in this lesson- but I should have at first just focus on two terms and not overload the students with too much information at first. I am still getting accustomed to pace/cognitive capabilities of K-12/special education students. 

3) I felt that my students were lost at the first part of the lesson and much more interested/distracted with what their peers did doing/as well as not want to be in school.

4) The students felt this way because the information frontloaded to them was too much to take in and many wanted to escape and not care about providing any attention to the lesson. While others may have been off medication/their supports which caused a lot of behavior issues.

				
Rethink:
What would you do differently next time?

1) I would frontload a smaller portion of the terms and keep repeating them to them with praise, praise, praise.

2) I would provide a 10 minute tangible praise system in which after every 10 minutes they may get a token and/or a treat for being on task. This would also showcase to other students that working hard warrants rewards.

3) I would move apart students known to cause behavior disturbances to others.

4) I would take form this lesson the knowledge of frontloading only a few terms and take it easy with the students in terms of new content. Furthermore, I would consider a 10 minute award system for on-task behavior. And, I would also include the handout and experience gained from utilizing technology for the lesson.
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
