Review:						
What did you and your students do during this lesson?
1) I continued to prepare my room in anticipation for the lesson (e.g., I have kept the circular seating arrangement which has shown positive behavior and academic gains for the students; I prepared equipment and provided sharpened pencils/worksheets to each station). 

 Once it became time for the students to arrive- I talked to each student as they came in to respect the school space along with providing an incentive to sit down and be ready by adding 3 extra minutes on the laptop during their laptop time. I have noticed that this consistency has helped the student’s line up to the door- even on an automatic level. (From here it has been the same for many observations). The only noticeable difference was the motivation level was lower for the students- this is perhaps they next week is Thanksgiving.

2) Into component:  I began by reviewing the class norm rules with the students. Only some showed interest and answered my questions such as Sav. And Phi. 

I had a worksheet on each desk that covered decimals (with differentiated work aligned to the students’ present levels such as multiplication and addition problems only). Most of the students did the work, while others were not on task and talked. I intervened by verbal redirection and when necessary prompted their attention by showing that they can lose a level from their class privilege system.

The behavior seemed to get worse as I tried to integrate the KWL concept component of the lesson. The behavior was rising so intensely that I forgot to model how a KWL chart works- but I was however able to get some students to write what they Know, what they wondered and what they learn from decimals to share to the class.

3) Through: By the time I reached the through component of the class- many students were not listening even after my and other TA’s attempts. I was able to model how to convert a decimal into a percentage and perhaps received 10% effort by CFU verbally- but most of my time was invested in redirecting students and intervening. One of the TA’s tried his best to assist me by taking over the modeling- but even he had a hard time with the students (which by this time some students walked out of area and even lay on the floor.)

What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
I only changed the time in each component of my lesson due to the need to redirect students. It was very difficult to stay true to the lesson plan- but I was able to at least get to the modeling and get some students to participate and listen.

1)  What went well in the lesson was the (prior knowledge) handout that was provided to students- the handouts were not all the same. I took into account their present levels and it appeared that they were engaged in trying. 

2) Concern: The behavior. The students are emotionally disturbed and with Thanksgiving around the corner- many of them were extremely unwilling too cooperate and focus. This was a very difficult and disappointing lesson for me- even though that the lesson was written well and I was able to use my visual diagrams on the whiteboard etc to make the lesson flow well.

3) Honestly, and I was told this by the admin, staff and other teachers, many students act worse when they are close to a school time off- could be that they are unsure how their life will be without school for awhile/unstructured. This affected my lesson tremendously.

4) The students felt this way because likely they have a week off next week and are in a state of confusion, angry, disarray etc… Many were not focused.

				
Rethink:

1) I would eliminate the KWL component and not try to prior knowledge elements. I would also use an activity that they can all be a part of- I have seen them work best when they are grouped together working on a quizizz (quiz app).

2) It is very hard to have a traditional lecture with ED students- though it can be done and I have before… but the success is very hard to determine as you can never tell how the student’s present emotions affect the lesson. The best success is whenever they are working with each other on something that they can tangibly see/touch/feel.

3) I would include the handouts from the prior knowledge component.
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
