Review:						
What did you and your students do during this lesson?

Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge: I first prepared the room prior to my student’s arriving in the classroom such as moving the desks a part far enough to prevent the likelihood of hitting and touching each other (per Mary Collin’s recommendations). I desired to wait until at least 4 students arrive in the classroom before starting the lesson- however; I realized that waiting too long would cause the students to not be on task. Therefore, 5 mins into the period, I asked general questions about what they know about fractions. 

Execution of the lesson/Through: Once the lesson started, I asked the aide to help hide the questions on the board for a family feud game- the students were to answer questions and the winner would get a prize. Afterward, I showed the students a YouTube video of suns and moons- however, I did not show all of it for time reasons (and the students demonstrated very quickly that they understood the concept). I then taught the lesson on my sketchpad and had a variety of questions.

Guided and independent practice: Once the students arrived to the guided practice component- they were placed into teams in a modified simultaneous round table format. I briefly explained how the process worked and then handed off the papers. After the students were finished with the activity- I then took each of their papers and went over the answers. Then, for independent practice the students received a worksheet to complete.

Throughout the entire lesson- I had a mix measurement of students on task and off of task. I tried to adapt to the situation at hand and as Mary Collins said to me, even a veteran would have a hard time adjusting to these students.


What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
1) Prior knowledge: One element that is very hard to know how it can be received is the amount of students that arrive on time and are ready to go. I did not have enough students in the room to completely execute the game effectively- so, I had to adapt to the situation by asking them questions about fractions. I also combined Antonio and Josiah together as one unit to complete with the other students because they had similar skills.

2) I did not show the students the youtube clip that was in my lesson plan because I felt that it was too boring to look at and not ‘kid friendly,’ – I wanted to incorporate Josiah and Antonio (the students who require the most differentiated instruction) as well- which meant to change the youtube  to something easier to engage.

3) I then changed the prize itself from M&Ms to a chip that they liked more. Therefore I also removed the M&M component from my lesson plan.



[bookmark: _GoBack]What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?			

The students learned how to compare numbers in a variety of ratio formats. The evidence of their learning comes as a result of their engagement with the sketch (writing ratios, developing rations and having them answer questions). I also used a simultaneous round table team driven worksheet that demonstrated their knowledge. Finally, each student completed a worksheet that showed evidence of their learning.			





Reaction:
What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	

1) What I felt went well during the lesson was that it flowed from one activity to the next very smoothly with exception to the start of the lesson (e.g, late students and bad behaviors).  I also felt that during the Family Feud game- my positive remarks to the students helped motivate them to try and succeed. Finally, I felt that the visuals I used overall helped the students grasp the concepts.

2)  What caused me concerns were the late students coming in and students who are known to be very disruptive, disrespectful and aggressive. I was worried that I would have so many bad behaviors that the lesson would fail before it could begin.

3) I feel that my students did not want to do the lesson. They usually have this attitude nonetheless (especially on Monday). Second, I had some students wander the room- because they are avoiding work (they possibly were intimidated by ratios and the concept was ‘over their head’) and want to obtain either a tangible object to play with and/or something sensory related.

4) It possibly was due to their family life (what they are bringing in from the outside) and the concept of ratios was either not challenging or too challenging.

					











Rethink:
What would you do differently next time?
1) I would follow what Mary said in her suggestion and that is somehow have them work in teams with 3 students on a problem and share with a class as opposed to one VS one. I would also differentiate the instruction further to meet the needs of some of the students who were possibly frustrated at the math topic.


What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
I learned to change the environment to allow more room between chairs to limit students from hitting and distracting one another. I also learned to provide team driven games with several students involved in them. Furthermore, I would differentiate the instruction to accommodate all learners.

What can you use from this lesson in your portfolio?
I would utilize the ‘simultaneous round table’ concept as an example of involving all students in the learning process.
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
