Instructional Objective:
SWBAT develop a visual chart which compares similar and different elements to the ancient Egyptians and ancient Sumerians with 85% accuracy in 1/1 trials.

Pre-Requisite skills: Understand how geography, religious beliefs, art and warfare plays a role in a civilizations’ survival.



ASSESSMENT
	
PRE ASSESSMENT: (How do you know what the students already know about your lesson?)
I will draw a tree on the whiteboard with ‘branches’ for prior knowledge. The students are given a sticky note and they are to write one thing which stood out the most from our studies of ancient Egypt. The students give me the sticky note, I will place the note on the whiteboard/visual of a tree and then pick each note off and read it. I will then place the sticky note under a drawn out column of categories on the whiteboard.

CFU: (Identify at least 3 ways your will check for understanding during the lesson)
1. Asking (constant) questions
a. Why does geography play a role in a civilization’s survival?
b. How does religion play a role?
c. How did the ancient Egyptians defend their borders?
2. Monitoring and observation
a. Using observation and monitoring, I am either making eye contact or walking around the room to observe and identify any students which require assistance. I am checking if they “got it” or not… and modify as needed.
3. Using games
a. Using various group specific games such as Kahoot! and Jeopardy.


FINAL ASSESSMENT: (What will the students do to demonstrate their understanding of the lesson – tie this into the IEP goal.)  SWBAT develop a visual chart which compares similar and different elements to the ancient Egyptians and ancient Sumerians with 85% accuracy in 1/1 trials.

STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
	INTO: (Describe how you will engage the students, activate prior knowledge or orient them to the lesson.)

1. Activate Prior Knowledge (see pre-assessment): Students are to write down what they know about Egyptian culture on a sticky note, then we discuss as a class using visuals (a tree drawn on the whiteboard and a column which connects to their ideas).


2. CFU: During the pair, share and tell phase of this component- I will constantly ask them “why” questions and allow open forum of discussion.


3. Reflection: At the end of the pair, share and tell phase- I will present “what if” scenarios about Egyptian life.

Questions to ask
During these phases, I will also mention how ancient Sumerians and Egyptians are similar and different through dialogue and example of geography, art and religion. 
	RATIONALE:

Purpose is to have the students reflect on their understanding of what they know about Egyptians- this format allows students who are shy to say anything to have an opportunity to still voice their understanding while benefiting from the discussion.

	THROUGH: (Describe your instruction, modeling, pacing, structured and guided practice with reinforcement, questioning, observation, peer-interactions, and feedback system.)

PHASE 1: (instruction):  Introduction to Ancient Summerians:

PHASE 2: Modeling:
(modeling will be lecture based)

During the video above, I will pause and explain that there are similarities with ancient Egyptians and emphasize the following points. (It is possible that I will not get through the entire video in the first day)

1. Class/job structure
2. Religion
3. Art
4. Geography
5. Mathematics
6. Warefare

Using a chart, I will paste visual cards (with image and text) under 6 columns. 


PHASE 3: Guided practice with reinforcement/peer-interaction- Reading from Text (handout provided).


1. Drawing the map of ancient Sumerians
- I will present a map of the region and the students receive a worksheet. The students will follow along with me to mark key areas and identify/discuss.

2. Identify art worksheet
- Students will finish a worksheet with teacher guidance identifying objects of art.


PHASE 4: FEEDBACK
Once the class completed the handout, we will go over the handouts

	RATIONALE:

Phase1:
Purpose is to get warmed up with the lesson and demonstrated in a medium that excites them (youtube) in which hooks them.

Phase2: 
Purpose is to discuss as they watch the video. This allows for the information to be chunked and assimilated.

Phase 3:
Purpose is to practice understanding the geography, and art of ancient Sumerians.

Phase 4:
To bring closure to the lesson, allow a dialogue between the teacher/students and opportunity to ask questions/concerns and demystify the process .

** During these phases, I will also mention how ancient Sumerians and Egyptians are similar and different through dialogue and example of geography, art and religion.

PHASE 1: Independent practice/Assessment

SWBAT develop a visual chart which compares similar and different elements to the ancient Egyptians and ancient Sumerians with 85% accuracy in 1/1 trials 

- The chart will be a handout with pictures that they cut out and glue to be placed in columns.

Differentiated Options:
1. Students can transfer their answers to their online blog.
2. Students can create a role-play.

PHASE 2/lesson closure (carried onward to the next lesson):
Students will reflect on the two civilizations and be ready to be quizzed.

	RATIONALE:

Phase 1:
Purpose is to allow the student the opportunity to test their knowledge and to show to others what they learn. By sharing, the students can explain how they came up with the solution.

Phase 2:
Purpose is to show that what they learned can be also applied to our classroom.
