	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

1. Using illustrator, we label scenes that are either problem or a solution and discuss the correspondences

	RATIONALE:

Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

	THROUGH:
