Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
I taught a lesson on how to compare sizes by showing the child a youtube clip, and using my graphic editing program- showcase how to determine the size of an object through modeling. Then, I instructed the student to find realias in the house and verbally express his understanding of object sizes in flipgrid.

The student watched the youtube clip and, when prompted, answered during CFU time. When presented with visuals illustrating sizes- the student identified which size was the bigger or the smaller, as well as distinguished sizes in real-life. During guided practice, the student marked on a graphic organizer online showcasing his understanding of size comparisons. Student used flipgrid to record his independent response.


Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
1) To begin, the student was reminded about “more or less of” a number from the previous lesson with a youtube clip and CFU. He listened and answered when prompted.

2) Teacher/parent navigated to the classnotes where he could use to work on during a transitional break period.


Execution of the lesson/Through:
1) Next, the teacher showed a graphic organizer on ClassNotes and guide the student to circle the objects which has the more of or less of.

Guided and independent practice: 
1) Students was presented with an interactive graphic organizer on classnotes in Teams and he circled/colored the objects that were bigger.




What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
There was no deviation from the lesson itself- but there was a need for additional time with the parent to navigate to the appropriate place in Teams so that the student could work on his indepdent practice. Furthermore, there was an issue with the parent unable to access flipgrid and so we never got data from the student.


What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
The students learned how to compare and identify sizes.

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
The lesson overall went well, and the student was suspectable to learning. My only concern was that the technology for the parent was hard to navigate around and that Mary Collins had a hard time logging into Zoom and see Teams in that way.


How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
The students reacted positively and were engaged.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
1) The rapport that I established with them 
2) Being consistent and providing an objective at the very beginning of the class so that they know what the lesson is all about.
3) I was consistent in posting the assignments through teams and
4) Provided positive praise through Teams with the “praise” functionality and
5) Providing a break and a timer so that they know when to start.
6) Using a digital clock helps a lot with tracking the time with the student.


Rethink

What would you do differently next time?
I think the most pressing concern was the technology allowing for my University supervisor to view the lesson. Even I am unsure what could be the remedy- other than- instead of scheduling a live observation, that I schedule for a time to view a recording.

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
I learned to be patient with the child as technology problems can slow down the entire lesson- and working with the parent.
