Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
(Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

We reviewed how to use expanded form format and number names, followed by a lesson on how to compare two numbers using >, = and < symbols.

I used a variety of engagements during the lesson- such as a Kahoot! game and Adobe Illustrator program for navigating a space with interactive graphic organizers. Throughout the entire lesson I would call upon students for their answers/and check for understanding.


Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
1) To begin, the students answered social norm questions from a Kahoot! game

2) Next, students were presented with a number, 153, and we used our prior knowledge of expanded form method and number naming to identify the number.


Execution of the lesson/Through:
1) Next, the lesson was shown through Adobe Illustrator in which I had symbols for comparisons and explained the purpose behind the symbols and molded how they work when comparing numbers.

Guided and independent practice: 
1) Students use the whiteboard to compare numbers and we shared the findings as a class.




What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
The lesson was straight-forward, but I did not use a Kahoot! math game because I wanted instead to use the time working on their social norms (there were behavior problems that week)


What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
The students learned how to compare numbers and identify numbers. The evidence came from their responses and from their Microsoft form quiz.

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
The lesson overall went well- there was good participation. However, what alarmed me was that they were all over the place sometimes and I had to redirect their attention (they were talking over me etc), and there may have been a situation when students were kicking out my mentor during the lesson.


How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
The students reacted positively and were engaged.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
1) The rapport that I established with them 
2) Being consistent and providing an objective at the very beginning of the class so that they know what the lesson is all about.
3) I was consistent in posting the assignments through teams and
4) Provided positive praise through Teams with the “praise” functionality and
5) Provided “tokens” to students who did a great job completing the assignment.
6) Providing a break and a timer so that they know when to start.


Rethink

What would you do differently next time?
I have been using a timer and a bell to signal when to start and when to go on the break. It has worked very well in other classes and I will be implementing this in my next time.

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
I learned to make sure that I set the meeting options to disallow problematic behavior. I learned that structure is always needed- and though it is a challenge on Teams to have that- to ensure that it is followed.
