	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

When presented with a picture, the students will be able to identify what can be observed and/or what can be inferred using the sentence frames, and explain what they know and why?:

I can observe
I can view

I can infer ______ because of ________


** Students can verbally share their answers or use their digital drawing pad or a use a journal notebook to provide their understanding.

	RATIONALE:

Students have been practicing this method for awhile and when activating prior knowledge, they should be able to express what they already know.

	THROUGH:

1. The teacher will read, and with volunteer readers, a story:
“Maushop the Good Giant” and the circle of life and show to students how to highlight the text for important clues and circle unknown words.

2. Vocabulary slide will present words in which the teacher will ask the class which one will match up.


GUIDED PRACTICE:
 
An inference graphic organizer chart will be presented to the students, and together as a class, we match the corresponding text clue with the correct inferences and discuss.

	RATIONALE:

Through:
Teacher is molding reading habits and showing how to determine key points by highlighting and circling- practicing annotation techniques.

Guided Practice:
Students are practicing using a graphic organizer to determine character traits and know how to operate the organizer through Teams


	BEYOND/On Their Own: 

Using another character graphic organizer chart, the students on their own match up character traits from the story with corresponding inferences. Students then pick one of the character trait/inferences from the chart and share with the rest of the class their rationale on flipgrid.

	RATIONALE:

SWBAT complete a graphic organizer that draws inferences of character traits from fiction text and share with the class using flipgrid as measured by teacher charted records and observations in 1 out of 2 trials.

** Students are being assessed on their understanding of inferences.
