STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
Modified for online instruction
	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

Students will be presented a nearpod game answering PEMDAS (order of operation) questions


** Students can verbally share their answers or use their digital drawing pad or a use a journal notebook to provide their understanding.

	RATIONALE:

I am taping into their background knowledge of the order of operations to teach the distributive property.

	THROUGH:

1. Studnents will be presented a youtube clip in nearpod: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=gw893STHN9w
2. Teacher will model several examples of the distributive property using 1) screenshotting the questions on screen and demonstrate 2) writing examples on his whiteboard.
3. Teacher will CFU by asking questions directly to the students.



GUIDED PRACTICE:
 
1. Each student is given a problem, they are to demonstrate their understanding of that problem using the on-board whiteboard in Teams and share with the class. 

2. The students will also get an opportunity to flip the classroom and give Mr. Will a problem to solve.

3. Given a Kahoot! game, students will practice with the distribution property.

	RATIONALE:

Through:
I am providing explicit modeling to solve the problems

Guided Practice:
I want the students to practice in multi-ways: by expressing their knowledge by writing the problem and solving it.


	BEYOND/On Their Own: 

SWBAT complete a graphic organizer, with 10 questions solving using the distributive property with 80% accuracy as measured by teacher charted data in 1 out of 2 trials.

	RATIONALE:

Students will practice using a software to write their answers on the graphic organizer and then later we will discuss their results. This will have the students be responsible for their learning.

** Students are being assessed on their understanding of distributive property.
