Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
(Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

I taught the class how to ask questions using Wh- wording.

Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
To begin, the students were asked what their favorite animal is and to write what that is on an assessment page (see evidence)

Execution of the lesson/Through:
A story was read to the children connected to Wh- type questions

Guided and independent practice: 
After the story was read, the teacher, along with student input, completed a graphic organizer to identify Wh- questions.


What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
The lesson did not deviate- however, one of the students was misbehaving and I had to use multiple re-directs… later after this lesson, I started using a digital token board which could help manage his behavior.


What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
Students learned more about how to answer Wh- type questions

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
The 2nd grade students are wild at times—it takes a lot of re-direction to get them on track. Having frequent breaks is not only an accommodation but it has helped get the student motivation up and to continue in the class.


How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
The students reacted okay—but with a bit of re-direction on their behavior.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
1) The rapport that I established with them 
2) Being consistent and providing an objective at the very beginning of the class so that they know what the lesson is all about.
3) I was consistent in posting the assignments through teams and
4) Providing a break and a timer so that they know when to start.


Rethink

What would you do differently next time?
Use a token board and be more and more clear about the expectations. I have also been taking Mary’s advice and I have been muting the students as needed when I speak and assert that this is a LESSON not playtime.

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
To be patient and assertive with the children as needed.
