Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
(Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

I taught the class how to identify theme within a story by using a graphic organizer. The children interacted with the lesson through a PowerPoint and shared what they understand about theme (through their prior knowledge and own life experiences). The students listened to a story and we dissected parts of the story to determine the theme. Assessment was conducted with collaboration with the general education teacher- using the same or equivalent graphic organizer (Microsoft Forms).


Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
To begin, the students where presented with a sentence with fill in the blanks. The students were given three options to choose from to define theme. Next, the students were asked to share a life lesson.

Execution of the lesson/Through:
A story was read to the children connected to theme.

Guided and independent practice: 
After the story was read, the teacher, along with student input, completed a graphic organizer to identify the theme.


What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
Students were messing around with the powerpoint and not doing what they were suppose to do… and so, I had to close the powerpoint down and provide multiple re-directs. Another thing was changed was that after the general education teacher saw what I was doing- she wanted to take part with the independent practice and we collaborated with a Microsoft form to capture student independent response (see evidence screens).


What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
Students learned more about how to define, find parts of the story and to determine a theme.

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
What went well with the lesson was that it was very fluid/sequential and for the most part the students followed along- however, there were moments when the students were no behaving/paying attention/playing around- and I had to be assertive to re-direct back onto the lesson.


How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
The students reacted positively and were engaged.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
1) The rapport that I established with them 
2) Being consistent and providing an objective at the very beginning of the class so that they know what the lesson is all about.
3) I was consistent in posting the assignments through teams and
4) Providing a break and a timer so that they know when to start.


Rethink

What would you do differently next time?
It is still a challenge to work with students who have other ideas on their plate- (aka playing around). I think I handed this lesson well and made sure to give explicit instructions and prompt behavior changes….

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
How to work with students who like to play around during the lesson… I still need some more practice but I feel I am getting better.

I retaught what theme is, showed student examples from yesterday (I first showed examples from students who correctly explained the theme, then I showed incorrect examples where kids were retelling the story). We read The Busy Beaver and then I had them discuss how the Beaver changed and grew. At the end, they explained them theme on Microsoft Forms. Destiny had a MUCH better understanding today and correctly explained the theme.
