STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
Modified for online instruction
	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

Students share their favorite animal that they wrote about last week, then, the teacher will model how to develop who, what, where, when, why, and how questions on a graphic organizer
	RATIONALE:

We have been exploring their favorite animal through verbal and writing prompts. I want to re-activate their knowledge of the activities we did before and provide who, what, where, when, why and how questions.

	THROUGH:

1. Vocabulary from the book will be front-loaded on a visual organizer… students will be asked to sort how they think the words are related and then we will explore the words by saying them out loud.
2. Students will read and listen to the book “Rabbit Ears”
3. During and after the book the teacher will share and highlight with a highlight marker on the book:
a. Who, what, where, when, why and how questions on a powerpoint
b. CFU will be when the teacher will ask the students if they know any who, what, where, why and how elements to the story



GUIDED PRACTICE:
 
Each student is provided with a graphic organizer with who, what, where, why and how elements to the story and the teacher will provide an example of each

	RATIONALE:

Through:
I am frontloading vocab so that the students can prepare for words

I am reading the story as the main lesson and modeling how to identify the elements to the story I want to engage

Guided Practice:
Students are practicing the method to find elements to the story.


	BEYOND/On Their Own: 

Students will provide their own answers with who, what, where, why and how elements to the story on the same graphic organizer, or a flipgrid, or by drawing a picture and explain in the next class meeting.
