STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON

	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

The students will be presented with an interactive PowerPoint /word sort in which they produce the right definition of what a theme is:

Example:

A theme is:
The _____ or ______ about _____ that a writer wants to communicate.

A word bank will contain these words the asterisk designates the correct words:
message*
lesson*
life*
situation
experience
story

We will review each slide and the teacher will indicate who has correctly inserted the right word then add to a master sentence building on the correct definition.

	RATIONALE:

Students have been introduced to theme by the gen ed teacher and me last week- so they should be able to formulate a response and activate their background knowledge.

	THROUGH:

Identifying theme within a story:

The teacher will read a story out loud and show to the students how to find the theme by highlighting key terms. 


GUIDED PRACTICE:

Using a graphic organizer, the teacher will fill out

· Who is the main character?
· What is the character’s problem?
· Does the problem get solved? If so, how or what is the conclusion of the story?
· What does the character learn?
· What is the theme of the story? 

	RATIONALE:

Through:
This lesson is essentially to teach them how to use a tool that can organize their thoughts leading up to identifying and summarizing the theme of a story.

Guided Practice:
With the teacher and student interaction and using the theme graphic organizer- the class will identify parts leading up to discovering and summarizing the theme.


	BEYOND/On Their Own: 

Students will read a story, locate key terms, complete the theme graphic organizer (or alternatively use flipgrid to record their responses) and share to the class.
	RATIONALE:

Students will on their own (while using the techniques we learned) to identify the theme of a story and plot on a graphic organizer.
