Modified for online instruction
	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

1. Have students log into iReady and MobyMax for approximately 30 mins.

	RATIONALE:

Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

ELA:

Step 1:
Print or show on a screen: lista1-word-list_LIST1.pdf in the ELA folder

Have Steven sound out to you each spelling word. Document either on the pdf or on a separate paper his results.

Step 2:
Print or show on a screen: sight-words-unit-1_ABCDD

Practice these words with Steven. Document either on the pdf or on a seperare paper his results.

	RATIONALE:

Initial youtube example showing modeling.

Student performs independent practice with pdfs.

	BEYOND: 

SWBAT complete two  handouts on sounding out shout “a” sound and identify sight words (using a graphic organizer with a word list and a sight words list) with 85% accuracy as measured by completing two pdfs in one trial.
