Overall Purpose:
Due to the Coronavirus, this is a modified lesson plan to meet the needs of special education students/work on their IEP goals. These lessons are executed over distance education.

Online Game plan:
1. 6 modules will be presented to the students (3 for math, 3 for ELA)
2. Student clicks on an available module to complete. They will have 1 week to complete the module.
3. Within the module, the student is presented with 4  tasks, one of which is optional. Message board is also optional but highly recommended. Quiz is expected to be completed for assessment purposes.
A. Task 1 WATCHING: Watch the YouTube slides
B. Task 2 READING/INTERACT: Read or interact with the online slides (some modules may be extended to include an interactive piece i.e., Flash).
C. Task 4 ASSESSMENT: Take an online quiz.
D. Task 5 REFLECTION: Reflect on their learning through a message board.
E. Optional task/or tasks for those without internet access: Download and read (optionally print and complete) any provided graphic organizers. Submit the organizer by handing them into the teacher in the Fall or email a copy.

When given a set of 10 problems (with a visual graphic organizer) requiring the multiplication of multi-digit numbers greater than 100 by a two-digit number and division of a multi-digit number by a one-digit number, *** will compute the answers and use relationships between the two operations to simplify computations and to check results with 85% accuracy in 4 of 5 trials as measured by student work samples/teacher-charted records.

Student 2: District ID: 6053066
when given twenty one and two-digit addition/subtraction problems without regrouping, (using dot math) *** will write sums with 80% accuracy in 2 of 3 consecutive trials as measured by teacher-made tests.
	Instructional Objective:
SWBAT complete a 10 question online quiz on solving basic multiplication and division problems in which the student can interpret products of whole numbers, with 85% accuracy in 4 out of 5 trials.

Pre-Requisite skills: 
Understand the foundations of multiplication and division.
Considerations for EL Support:
Allow students to use their home language (L1) or new language (L2) in their discussions.
· Allow for students to use a message board for frequently asked questions
· Tell students through online slides and YouTube videos how to solve multiplication and division problems.




ASSESSMENT
	
PRE ASSESSMENT: (How do you know what the students already know about your lesson?)
Students will login to their respected module and perform 3 activities:
· Watch and read a slide.
· Watch a YouTube Link.
· Participate in an online message board discussion.
· Take an online quiz.
· Optional: Complete a downloadable graphic organizer (requires a printer)

The teacher will take note of each student’s skill level as a measurement going forward.

STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
Modified for online instruction
	INTO: (Describe how you will engage the students, activate prior knowledge or orient them to the lesson.)

1. Activate Prior Knowledge:
a. Using the messageboard as reflective pieces: Students and teacher interact with initial questions and prompted replies- this is performed after any lesson materials such as slides and YouTube clips.

b. YouTube Clip asking the student how to add and subtract multidigit problems.

2. CFU: 
a. Using the message board, the students reflect on their learning.

Questions to ask
1.  In division, the candy bar represents 1 whole candy bar… but once I cut it in parts… that is the same as the DENOMINATOR. Once I eat a piece that is the NUMERATOR found in the fraction.

2. What would happen if I were to make an equivalent fraction using my candy bar? Can you show me?

	RATIONALE:

Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)
