STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
Modified for online instruction
	INTO: 

Activate Prior Knowledge: 

1. Have students begin an initial chat response in TEAMS.
2. Support activities with references on RSP website with additional supplementary information to assist with activating prior knowledge (i.e., downloadable graphic organizers)


	RATIONALE:

Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

	THROUGH: 

Show the following YouTube: Asking and Answering Questions: Reading Literature

LESSON: 
Go to: https://flipgrid.com/b2aa19b9 and write about "What’s the most beautiful person, place, or thing you’ve ever seen? Share what makes that person, place, or thing so special."


	RATIONALE:

Show youtube example of reading/responding to provide them with a reference.

Student goes to the flipgrid website to respond online.


	BEYOND: 

Student can either write out their response on paper and repeat back what they wrote to their webcam; or rehearse their response before vlogging.

	RATIONALE:

Purpose is provide students with the means to demonstrate their knowledge through a video chat.
