	Instructional Objective:
SWBAT complete six Kahoot! Math quiz questions online about how to subtract using base 10 model with at least 75% accuracy in 2/3 trials as measured by observation and record keeping on a web server/interface.

Pre-Requisite skills: 
Capability to have internet access, know how to perform basic subtraction, know how to differentiate the shapes representing base 10 models.

STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
Modified for online instruction
	INTO: 

Preparation
General education and special education teacher have a private conversation online to discuss the math lesson- materials are shared.

Activate Prior Knowledge: Asking questions in chat.

1. General education teacher and special education teacher along with students appear on Teams chat interface.
a. Questions are presented to the students about how to subtract using square blocks that represent numbers
b. Students answer through the Teams interface by speaking or typing the answer.
c. General education teacher prompts special education teacher to ask the students questions/see if they understand perquisite skills.
2. Support activities with references on RSP website with additional supplementary information to assist with activating prior knowledge (i.e., downloadable graphic organizers)


	RATIONALE:

Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

	THROUGH: 

Team chat:
General education teacher uses a document camera to show a notepad with illustrations while the special education teacher in the chat box (this was not recorded) clarifies the instructions as needed for the children to understand/check for understanding.

	RATIONALE:

Working together with the general education teacher, an inclusive environment is established so that as the lesson is being taught, the special education teacher can interject as needed for CFU, clarity and to tap into multiple means of representation/interpretation.


	BEYOND: 

Students are to take the MobyMax quiz (assigned by the gen. ed teacher)
RSP students in addition (and optional for general education students) take the Kahoot! quiz which records their progress.

Then, for the next lesson the students will share their understanding through prompting in video chat and through additional problems presented in Teams.


	RATIONALE:

Purpose is provide students with the means to demonstrate their knowledge through multiple ways: mobymax and Kahoot!
