	Instructional Objective:
SWBAT read an informational text online about exploring space travel, and (while using a graphic organizer) be able to complete a 10 quiz questionnaire on the text while focusing on the main idea with supporting evidence and complete an iReady assessment which focuses on point of view. Success is 80% accuracy in 2/2  trials as measured by completed assessment ELA targets on iReady application (web server/interface) and Microsoft forms.

STEPS THROUGH THE LESSON
Modified for online instruction
	INTO: 

Preparation
General education and special education teacher have a private conversation online to discuss the lesson- materials are shared.

Activate Prior Knowledge: Asking questions in chat.

1. Flipgrid prompt: Students are to watch and assemble a vblog response to the question regarding The First All-Female Spacewalk: “why is this historic? And ask one question for me to answer.” (Screenshot evidence attached)
2. Support activities with references on RSP website with additional supplementary information to assist with activating prior knowledge (i.e., downloadable graphic organizers)
3. Kahoot! challenge talking about main idea and details: https://kahoot.it/challenge/08260034?challenge-id=ec01688e-488e-4968-9f84-0bd36c03a6d6_1589214962371 (or PIN: 08260034)

	RATIONALE:

Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

**Have an online lesson in which I read to the students and CFU using questions such as “what is the main purpose” etc… these questions are the same as in the quiz.

With the assistance of a parent/guardian and with teacher support- student reads the text online and completes a graphic organizer.

	RATIONALE:

The purpose of this component is to allow the students to read text online and using a graphic organizer, capable to then formulate in writing their knowledge of which is then published using a word document.


	BEYOND: 

Assessment will be seen through two ways:
1. Student completes a Microsoft quiz online.
2. Through assessment data form iReady.

	RATIONALE:

Purpose is provide students with the means to demonstrate their knowledge through multiple ways: word document and iReady data.
