Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
(Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

I taught students how to formulate a verbal sentence answering a person, place or thing.

Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
1) To begin, the students start a dialogue using the chat feature in the Microsoft Teams distance learning environment software.

2) Students plan by visiting the activities loaded into the Team software.

Execution of the lesson/Through:
1) The lesson was executed by a posting of the assignment in teams and a link to flipgrid.
2) Within Flipgrid, the student reads a prompt and answers by recording/vlogging their resonse.
3) Students are then to “exit” the lesson by posting a farewell chat post indicating what they learned.

Guided and independent practice: 
Student uses flipgrid to practice their reading and speech abilities.


What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
The only change deviation from the lesson idea was that I expected students to “check in” and “check out” on the Teams interface- however, the students did not do this. So for the next time, I will remove the check in and check out portion.

What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
The evidence came from their recorded vlogs on flipgrid and from the “assignment” interface (the interface allows me who “views” the assignment/lesson and finishes it).

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
The lesson went well with 3 overall responses but I wished that there were more respondents. The only concern I had was that the students were confused with having any RSP assignments- thinking that their only assignments come from the general education Team channels. I reiterated through chat and through video capture software that it is important to also complete the RSP assignments as they supply assistance to the general education assignments and they also help fulfill the IEP goals. Throughout this process I had to “push rope” with several general education teachers and inform them the purpose for why we have RSP assignments…

How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
The students reacted positively and were engaged.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
1) The rapport that I established with them 
2) I was consistent in posting the assignments through teams and
3) Provided positive praise through Teams with the “praise” functionality and
4) Provided “tokens” to students who did a great job completing the assignment.

Rethink
What would you do differently next time?
I would just remove the check in/out requirement and post my own reaction to the vlog showing that I am viewing the lessons/show I acknowledge their work.

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
That technology has its strengths and weaknesses. I do have 8 years experience running hybrid /face-to-face classrooms- this time around it is purely online which has shown to me the important of face-to-face interaction as vital nonetheless because you can only do so much to gain the attention and motivation of the students.
