Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
(Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

This lesson plan is based on a working prototype website that developed from the ground up. The website’s intent is to teach students how to complete a series of tasks that lead up to completing an online quiz on fractions. However, the lesson plan itself was built to teach students basic multiplication and division problems as a prerequisite skill. Due to the extent of the programming involved, the website is focused on the culminating lesson on fractions.

Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
1) To begin, the students login to the website and proceed to the unit modules.

2) Students take lesson content in the order of how it is presented: iReady, YouTube, Class Slides, Homework/quiz and discussion board.

Execution of the lesson/Through:
Through a unit website with various modes of presentation: slides, youtube and online quiz.

Guided and independent practice: 
Students use: iReady to test their knowledge, perform an online quiz and reflect on a discussion board.

What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
The only changes I would make if I had enough time to program would be to supply a “previous” lesson back link to the “previous lesson” on solving basic multiplication and division problems.

What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
The students learn how to solve basic multiplication and division through online quiz taking. The evidence of their learning would be recorded in iReady and stored in a MySQL database on the web server and viewable online.

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
The perceived impression of the site shows that there is a good amount of information- the concern is how this is received if it were to be ran with a real audience. I can assume that there will be adjustments needed with User experience and fine tuning the User Interface.

How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
I can assume that the students will react positively to the website because it is unique and can be adjusted to fit their needs.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
The website has been viewed before by peers- their overall reaction was positive and they enjoyed the various options. The fact that the quiz scores can be seen could also be perceived as a positive point because many students react positively towards games/scores.

Rethink
What would you do differently next time?
I would expand on the website to allow more than one unit lesson.

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
I feel the same way as I had with Team and online interaction- I learned that by creating a website for learning it takes a great deal of time to prepare. However, the positives are that I have full ownership over the website and I can adjust it in any way that I like/tailor make the site to fit the needs of my students.
