Review

What did you and your students do during this lesson?
(Due to the coronavirus, the online activation of knowledge would have to be done through extensive visuals (i.e., video, graphics, interactive pieces and message board systems)

During the lesson I occasionally interjected (mostly after a verbal prompt from Ms. Red “Mr Will do you have anything to add?”) by either verbally clarifying the steps as needed if students were confused/missed something, CFU and/or I wrote in the text box additional CFU/clarity/different perspectives. *this process is the same as the previous inclusion experience… I think at this point there is great synergy with Miss Red and so we were working very well together and this was more seamless.

Planning/pre-start/Prior-knowledge:
1) To begin, the students start a dialogue using the chat feature in the Microsoft Teams distance learning environment software.

2) Students are asked what they remember from the last lesson regarding point of view… there were audio responses and I was managing the chat portion of the interface- and I was also asking questions there (some students for either personal or technology reasons elected to use the chat feature).

Execution of the lesson/Through:
1) The lesson was executed through an online virtual chat meeting (synchronous communication)
2) Gen education teacher showed the lesson on a notepad, while special education teacher prompted interaction/additional steps as needed.

Guided and independent practice: 
Student use an online district approved EBP called iReady and the Special Education teacher assigned a Kahoot! challenge to take and a Microsoft Teams quiz (that I made). The results were collected as assessment data.

What changes did you make that deviated from the lesson plan?
The challenge was ensuring that there was ample participation and ensuring that there is a reward for conducting the Kahoot! and Quiz… the way that me and the gen. ed teacher did this through Teams is by typing out praises and ensuring that they knew that the quiz had a barring with their grades.

What did the students learn?  What is your evidence that the students learned the objective?
The evidence came from the synchronous interaction CFU, recorded lesson, Teams quiz results and Kahoot! quiz results. 

Reaction

What do you feel went well during the lesson?  What caused you concern?
The lesson format was similar to a previous format- but because me and the gen ed teacher have done this before- it felt more refined. The students seemed to also response better as they knew what to expect. What causes me concern was when students did not do the Kahoot! challenge in the deadline- it had to take me asking the general education teacher to remind students to take the Kahoot! quiz challenge.

How do you feel your students reacted to the lesson?  What cause them to feel this way?	
The students reacted positively and were engaged.

I believe why this caused them to be this was?:
1) The rapport that I established with them 
2) I was consistent in posting the assignments through teams and
3) Provided positive praise through Teams with the “praise” functionality and
4) Provided “tokens” to students who did a great job completing the assignment.
5) Also, posting the RSP assignment on the RSP channel and the 3rd grade channel helped participation…. I even received students from other grades trying the Kahoot! game.

** much of this is the same, the constant praise in how you can in distance education is very critical to do… luckily I know how to produce digital content from scratch and therefore my capabilities to do this is wider.

Rethink
What would you do differently next time?
I did find a way to share the screen this time around and it was very helpful… the next time around I may want to have a pre-lesson with a small group before the actual lesson in Teams.

What have you learned from this lesson and observation?
That we can create and incorporate iReady assessment lessons for observation and data collection. I always have some element as an assessment but I never seem to get to show that in a lesson observation until now…. So I am glad that I can show the results.
